At the Portland meeting, we discussed adding Missoula urban Indian health organization (UIHO) as an outreach/referral site to ensure our action plan will be generalizable to all the UIHO.  Alice and Sharon made contact with Missoula breast and cervical cancer staffperson & they are interested.

Sharon announced that she is moving to the Seattle area and will work as a consultant for Choctaw Nation from home. She will continue work on the Urban Indian CARES team, but would like to share/include Choctaw Nation.
The decision was made to send open invitation to all UIHO to provide an update on our Urban Indian CARES team and to invite participation, since it is easier to bring people in at the beginning than at the end.  Alice will send an email out to all UIHO.
Action Plan

We have fleshed out our action plan pretty well for the first problem area identified: Diagnosis and Treatment. The two other key problems we identified were: Testing/Screening and Fear.  Do we want to work on action plan for these two items? Or do we feel like we have them pretty well covered from our planning around diagnosis and treatment?

Budget

We need to determine which agency to channel the $10,000 in funds through. You cannot take indirects.  Alice is not sure if we can channel through SIHB since we require indirects.  If not, Pierre or Wichita are possibilities as they do not have indirects.  

Jen pointed out that CDC has decided not to fund Comp Cancer Control (CCC) for colorectal, probably in anticipation of HB11738 passing and adding colorectal to breast and cervical cancer program.
