New urban Indian health organizations joining the call talked about their interest in colorectal cancer screening.  In Chicago, they don’t have the resources.  They refer their patients to the hospital, but the county hospital says they are not accepting patients for screening.  In Portland, they have nothing formal, but are doing FOBT and a little education.

B. Background on Urban Indian CARES


Alice

Background on colorectal cancer:
· It is 90% preventable
· Men and women at risk, risk increases with age
· Cancer is the 2nd leading cause of death for AI/AN.  AI/AN more likely to be diagnosed at distant stage rather than local stage
· AI/AN lower survival

Background on AI/AN working meeting:

Purpose is to decrease colorectal cancer in AI/AN communities and develop an action plan to increase colorectal cancer education, screening and treatment.
Information about the working meeting was sent out by Urban Indian Health Institute.  Four urban Indian health organizations (UIHO) replied: Wichita, Pierre, Portland and Seattle.  Not all UIHO could attend, but from beginning we wanted to ensure a mechanism to share our work with all UIHO by having Geoff Roth from NCUIH participate on the team.  A government representative was also required to attend.  We had Shelly Lawson from Public Health Seattle & King County and Patricia Schoonmaker from Oregon State. 
The objectives of the working meeting were to: 

· Encourage AI/AN-state partnerships
· Identify & recommend policy changes within IHS, rural and urban AI/AN programs to increase colorectal cancer education, screening & treatment.

· Identify potential funding opportunities for colorectal cancer screening & treatment among AI/AN
Action plan:

The goal of the Urban Indian Colon and Rectal Education & Screening (CARES) action plan is to promote education, testing, and treatment of colorectal cancer among urban Indian health organizations.  There are 4 main activities:

1. Identify attitudes among urban AI/AN towards colorectal cancer screening 

2. Develop a health promotion campaign 

3. Develop a communications portal for the Urban Indian CARES team

4. Involve other urban Indian health organizations in planning.

Other news:

Alice submitted progress report on 12/15 and had call w/funder on 12/17. The funders are impressed with our work.  So impressed that they asked if we could attend the National Dialogue for Action meeting April 8-10 in Baltimore to speak for 7 minutes on a panel. Travel will be paid plus a $1000 stipend. Two people responded to Alice’s email request about this: Shelly says she is already going and could present, and Sharon thinks she might be able to attend. The plan is to have Sharon present with Shelly as backup.  Jesse will also check if Geoff or someone from NCUIH is able to attend. We need to confirm by 1/17.  
Teri announced there will be a Partnerships meeting on colorectal cancer March 14 in Portland and invited someone from the team to attend.  Alice will check if anyone might be available to attend.  If not, Teri or Patricia can share back with us what was discussed at the meeting.

Jen is putting together materials for SPIPA, and she will check if she can share with the team. Sharon requested if it might be possible to pay for some of Jen’s time to work on this. Alice will check budget, but is not sure, as there was no money for funding FTE at all except a little bit for data entry.  Shelly Lawson from Public Health Seattle King County had previously offered to share posters/brochures they are working on as well.

· Alice will check with Donna again re: new Executive Director who might be willing to share colorectal story 
· Alice will find help for transcription of SIHB focus groups
· UIHI to analyze Choctaw data ASAP, and the rest of survey data by end of January
