Surveys 
The analysis is in progress.  UIHI is planning to analyze data in aggregate (from all sites) as well as providing site-specific analyses. It was decided that the aggregate results would be shared and used for the upcoming presentation at the National Dialogue for Action meeting in April as well as for development of the health promotion campaign materials.

Sharon is collecting more surveys in Portland due to previous batch of surveys being lost in the mail.  Due to this problem, please send any future surveys via tracked mail and let Alice at UIHI know how many to expect.  Alice will confirm as soon as they are received and the number received.

Update from call with funder, Prevent Cancer Foundation:

a. Prevent Cancer Foundation would like to schedule a conference call with the entire team for Wednesday, February 20th at 1pm Pacific. March Colorectal Cancer Month

Aiko talked about the fantastic campaign in Wichita planned for March colorectal cancer screening month.  American Cancer Society, ViaChristi Regional Medical Center (hospital), and Walgreen’s Drug Stores partnered to distribute free FOBT kits throughout March.  Aiko secured a tour stop for the Super Colon free of charge.  The Super Colon will be set up in one of the two shopping malls in Wichita.  There will be a health fair and money for a local PSA through American Cancer Society.  The event will contribute to health promotion efforts to support awareness, education, and screening. 

To get more information on Super Colon, contact Prevent Cancer Foundation.  Apparently there is a charge to bring the Super Colon to a site:  non-profit agencies ($9,500) and for profit agencies ($11,000).  See attached fact sheet.  We should remember to include information on Super Colon in our educational materials.

Super Colon * Frequently Asked Questions 
How much does the Super Colon exhibit cost?

To lease the Super Colon for a one day event, the costs are as follows:

This includes general rental costs plus shipping fees, 250 Buddy Bracelets and 250 colorectal cancer brochures, Event Services Inc. professional services (assembly, logistics and trouble shooting) and indirect costs.  Additional bracelets and brochures are $1.00 each.  For an additional day the cost would be $1,500.

Will I have to set up and take down the Super Colon?
The Prevent Cancer Foundation employs Event Services Inc. (ESI) to accompany the Super Colon for assembly (set up and take down), logistics and troubleshooting.  Once a contract is signed between the interested organization and the Prevent Cancer Foundation, ESI will work directly with the interested organization on all logistics associated with the Super Colon.  ESI often asks the interested organization the following questions: do you have enough space for the exhibit, will the exhibit be indoor or outdoors, do you have a shipping receiving department, will there be security available to secure the Super Colon at night, will power be available. 

How much space do I need for the Super Colon? 
The Super Colon sits in a “U” shape and sits 8 ft tall and the walk through is 20 ft long (it is the shape of horse shoe).  However, when looking at the Super Colon, the front of it is 22 ft wide and it is 13 ft deep.  Therefore, it requires a space of 22 X 20—this size area will account room for signage, a table and space for people to walk in and out.  

Does the Super Colon need electricity? 

The Super Colon requires a 15 AMP plug—which is a standard plug.  This source of electricity needs to be within several feet of the colon, since the blower needs to plug in to inflate the colon.  

Can the Super Colon be set up outside?

Yes, it can be outside.  But, we require that each company/organization provide a tent for the Super Colon, in case of inclement weather.  The ideal tent for the Super Colon would stand 25 X 25.  The Colon has a 7 ft hose off the back where a blower attaches to the colon to keep it inflated.  This blower must be under the tent.  

Does the Super Colon come with a table for material placement?

At each stop, we prefer to have one table provided for material distribution.  For the staff, we ask that at least one chair is provided as well.  

Is the Super Colon handicap accessible?

The Super Colon is wheel chair, stroller and motorized scooter accessible.
