It was mentioned there is a person screened through the Colon Health Project that Shelley should know.  Alice will check with Shelley and/or Pierre for a story.  If not, then Aiko has another person in mind for a story.  

It was discussed whether to follow a format for collecting stories, such as asking four leading questions: what would you want to share with others, thoughts you have, etc. especially for the video.  A format was not used for the stories previously collected.    Jen mentioned what worked for their project was to let the person tell their story, then find the themes during the editing.  There are lots of ways to use the stories - describe and create short narratives, take some quotes out, add a picture.  There are multiple audiences potentially as well – patients, providers and funders. 
Health Promotion Campaign

Sharon knows someone at Choctaw, Maisie, who has donated time to tweak materials for the health promotion campaign, about 8-9 hours. Maisie has her own consulting company:  Cultural Communication.  Choctaw paid her to consult on JourneyWoman and she did not use all of the hours we paid for, thus, credit for about 8 hours.  She previously worked with NIWHRC, CDC, SPIPA.  Aiko will also help to work on this.  Materials will be developed in Publisher, since this is the software most people have.
