B. Review Project Status





Focus Groups

The results from Seattle focus groups are still pending.  

Aiko will meet with KU on May 8th to learn about how we can work together.
Stories
We have two stories collected so far: the spiritual leader from NCUIH and Az.  Alice is waiting for review of the colorectal story from NCUIH spiritual leader.  Aiko has two sisters to share a story.  Alice checked with Shelley at PHSKC and Pierre for a story, but they do not have anyone available.  Alice will check with Jen about getting story from Portland.  Aiko will collect another story from Kansas.  Be sure to get addresess from people for stories collected and give to Alice for processing payment of the $120 incentive/thank-you.
Financial Analysis
Jenny Lee from UIHI conducted a literature review to obtain articles showing the business case for colorectal cancer screening.  Articles were gathered based on four separate searches in PubMed using different key words.  The first consisted of “colorectal cancer”, “screening”, “business”, and “cost effective”, which yielded one result.  The second search used the terms “colorectal cancer”, “screening”, “prevention”, and “cost-effectiveness”.  The third search used the terms “colorectal cancer”, “screening”, and business.  A fourth search was done using the terms “colorectal cancer”, “screening”, and “cost-analysis”, and generated the most number of results.  Articles were added to the annotated bibliography based on relevancy to the subject and if it provided a broad range of information and arguments, including those in support and those opposed.  In addition, some materials were pulled from a CD-ROM of the conference Innovations for Prevention:  A Dialogue for Action to Increase Colorectal Cancer Screening.  
The annotated bibliography summarizing the final list of 42 articles will be sent to everyone for review and additions/comments and will be posted on Sharepoint.
Health Promotion Campaign

Maisie will still provide donated time to tweak materials for the health promotion campaign on behalf of Choctaw.  Aiko, Sharon and Jen will take the lead on beginning to brainstorm ideas for the health promotion campaign and will talk on May 12th.  They will report back to the team and let us know what they need.  Aiko has already begun to evaluate existing materials, including: Screen for Life (talked with CDC program coordinator, was interested in whether we might have a Native spokesperson, since Katy Couric, Diane Keaton, Morgan Freeman, Jimmy Smitts, etc. are included in national PSAs.  We’re to come back and the door is open for discussion of what we want to do.  Also, looked at the Alaska community health ed materials through Screen for Life as they’ve received high praise.  What hasn’t happened yet is what we are looking to do - avoid using the word “cancer” and “test” in our materials), Prevent Cancer Foundation, American Cancer Society, Healthy States toolkit for decisionmakers and colorectal cancer  (this is very good although its slant is to African Americans), and University of Minnesota (have been on hold . . .don’t think they have developed health promotion materials yet based on focus groups they’ve conducted for their urban Native colorectal cancer screening and health promotion program).  Aiko will also send out materials drafted with Mairead from UIHI in June 2007, including a marketing campaign outline (which also is a health promotion campaign materials guideline and what we might want to produce); Fact Sheet for Executive Directors and health education staff; and a list of communication pieces.  These items will also be posted on Sharepoint.
We should apply for Spirit of Eagles funding this year to pay for printing of materials. This is due June 10th.  Alice will take the lead on this.

C. Other news






National Dialogue for Action Meeting:

Jesse presented at the meeting on behalf of the Urban Indian CARES team.  There were 45 people in attendance, and the session received good reviews.  The table went well and people took materials.  People liked the Powerpoint and felt it made it easier to digest, and helpful to backup with numbers. Dialogue focused on developing culturally appropriate health education materials, and best practices on creating materials, such as assessing for reading level and cultural competency.

Overall, the meeting was mostly directed to state-specific programs.  The peer to peer session was most helpful.  There was talk of having all the groups come together to collaborate on a paper.  Everyone is collaborating, but not sharing and they wanted input on what’s best way we can share.  Alice offered for UIHI to set up a Sharepoint site for all groups to post and share information.  There was also talk of having a team reunion to coincide with an existing meeting that most people attend, such as NCUIH, NIHB or AAIP.
