A. Roll Call 
B. November 5th conference call has been changed to November 12th. 
C. Discuss Logo - Sharon
Sharon met with the designer several weeks ago and the logo will be available before this Friday. 
D. Discuss Next Few Months of the Community Action Plan –All

Based on the action plan timeline, Aiko asked for feedback on building, implementing, and evaluating the health promotion packets (the primary item for this year’s action plan) and the timing for the “call to action” piece—getting out in the community and addressing hospital administrators, legislators, etc .  Approaching funders, etc. is established in the action plan as next steps for 2009.   
There was general discussion of a need for team members to find out what is going on in their areas, including areas for collaboration in outreach and planning. Aiko mentioned work that she is doing to connect with national groups (e.g., CRPF and CDC Screen for Life). There was general discussion of the timeline for packet development and the need to test, gather data, and find out what the EDs are thinking in terms of what they need. There was dialogue to ascertain which groups are implementing the survey at their sites. NARA NW and Hunter Health have begun client surveys.  NARA—began September 1 and Hunter Health will begin September 11.
In response to a question about entering the survey data, Mairead responded that the UIHI Associate Director, Maile, indicated that as soon as the UIHI IT staffer returns from vacation he will create a database for survey data entry. The database will include an identifier so that the individual data sets can be sorted by site.
Patricia spoke about getting ED feedback/support, asking if the funder had indicated any possible funding past year one. Sharon spoke about the need to get the community behind this project, speaking about NARA’s efforts to inform the community and spread awareness of this issue. Sharon suggested getting the packets together and keeping it simple. 
There was a discussion of getting Screen For Life on board so that a Native piece is created for that campaign. Aiko spoke about her efforts to strengthen partnerships on that level.  CDC as well as CRPF are ready to collaborate. CDC is ready to meet and explore what resources we need.  Aiko indicated that, while she has explored linkages representing the Urban CARES initiative, that there are 9 other teams in the room (thinking of the national focus). 

Reva Wittenberg has left her position. Sharon will touch base with John about end of year funds. Aiko spoke about the Healthy States website, a CSG partnership to promote public health. Aiko discussed the Healthy States influence on the ED kit, which she will email to Mairead to post on SharePoint. Aiko summed up as moving ahead with packets, knowing that the Call to Action is ahead.
