B. Review Project Status





Stories
Male story – no word back from Cece regarding a male colorectal cancer survivor.  Likewise, no word back from Dr. Wong at NARA regarding two male colorectal cancer patients there.  We discussed trying to get a story from a male screened for colorectal cancer. Sharon will follow-up with someone in Portland; Alice will check with Public Health – Seattle King County; Aiko will check in Kansas.

Health Promotion Campaign

Two pieces are being worked on:
1) Factsheet geared towards funders that would present more of the business case for colorectal cancer screening – 1 page front at most.
2) Policy card – a 3 x5 card with 5 talking points to give to policymakers.  Want to make this eye-catching – eg in the shape of a colon or FOBT card.

b. May need to make this state-specific

c. Would be helpful to have at minimum incidence data for the state included.  
Next steps are to draft the 5 talking points and draft the funder factsheet.  Jen will take the lead on this. Send all comments to Jen and she will compile.
It was also discussed that a press packet might be helpful to use once we’ve tweaked policymakers interest so they can have more information.
