AI/AN Dialogue for Action Capstone Meeting

Jesse gave a debrief about the meeting he attended.  At the meeting, people shared their experiences and what they learned.  The Urban CARES project stood out.  The group was presented a Certificate of Participation.  The materials developed are good and innovative – PCF wants to use to promote nationally.  Jesse hopes they will be sending out minutes from the meeting. 
Jesse also got the scoop on the PCF grants. They are offering $5000 one-time grants and $25,000 1 year grants.  Needs to include measureable objectives and outcomes.  Alice will send out grant announcement to all UIHOs.
They discussed national issues to get the Call to Action
out – NIHB, NCAI, CDC, National Cancer Association will sign on. Trying to get national legislation.  Next steps are to develop timeline and list of organizations to contact and disseminate to other health groups, maybe add to Indian Healthcare Improvement Act and Tribal Comp Cancer.

Other Items:

Jen gave an update on HB1738 and the Kennedy Cancer bill.  Drafting tribal resolutions. Trying to get actual guidance from IHS, since they still have no line item for cancer at present.  Comment during open comment period to add cancer prevention.  There are also actions going on in each state - urbans need to contact if we want our voice to be heard. 
Aiko is trying to keep Dr. Purdue in Minneapolis in the loop. She shared the poster/factsheet/card.  He is working with ACS on a patient brochure to be ready around Dec 25th.  He has been spending a lot of time in Seattle lately for a project. Alice will contact him to connect about our projects.
