NCUIH:
Aiko said she heard it went well, and folks were on board. Mairead and Aiko put the presentation together. Donna added that no one had heard about our work.  We will send out date for next call to all the UIHO EDs.
Surveys:

· Sharon has 500 surveys from Chowtaw and 391 surveys from NARA

· Alix surveyed for 1 month and has 70 surveys, both AI/AN and non-AI/AN

· Aiko has 49 AI/AN surveys and 57 non AI/AN surveys

· Donna has not completed any yet.

There was discussion as to whether we should continue surveying in order to get more responses. It was decided that in order to stay on target with our timeline, we would proceed using the surveys we had to inform development of products.

Focus groups:

Alix completed a focus group end of October with funding from Public Health Seattle & King County.  There were 10 participants, both male and female.  Information shared was very interesting. Women felt that colorectal cancer was a men’s disease.  Men were embarrassed about the test and felt appalled at putting samples in the mail, but would have felt fine with dropping off a sample at the clinic.  Alix needs help with transcription from the focus groups.
Sharon says they no longer have funding for incentives or food for focus groups.  

Donna has not completed any yet.

Aiko mentioned there is a group from Kansas University School of Medicine (KU) conducting a similar project with focus groups, as well as a group in Minneapolis working on colorectal cancer. Depending on the timing of their project, we could use their findings to inform development of our materials.  She is hoping to meet with KU group next week. If we are able to use KU focus group results, we may not need to conduct any further focus groups.
Stories/quotes:

Aiko had people in mind for stories and quotes, but this is on held pending discussions with KU folks.  As with the focus groups, Aiko is hoping to collect stories and quotes for both projects. 
Donna has no stories yet, but has 2 people in mind from the NCUIH presentation.  One is the spiritual leader – Alice will contact Jackie Mercer to get her contact information.  The other person is a new ED, maybe for Nevada.  Contact Geoff for his contact information.

Social Marketing Package:

With Mairead’s departure, UIHI no longer has the expertise to develop the social marketing package.  We are considering contracting with a production company. We heard about KAT productions, which is native-owned.  Jen and Sharon said they worked with Maisie MacKinnon for Journeys, who did beautiful work. Her rate is $75/hour, but she usually cuts Sharon a break.  Jen will send Maisie’s contact info.  Aiko has worked with G&G in Albuquerque, who worked on the native specific VERB campaign.  Alice will send out info on these three options to consider.
Other items discussed:

Aiko was wondering what products we could have completed by March for Colorectal Cancer month.  Aiko already has Supercolon coming to Wichita for Colorectal Cancer month.  Alice suggested perhaps the survey and focus group results, but it was unlikely the social marketing materials would be prepared in time.  Aiko would like to get some talking points prepared.
